THIRD EXECUTIVE BOARD MEETING

October 6, 2007

On Saturday, October 6, 2007, at the Opelousas General Hospital, the third executive board meeting of the Louisiana Teenage Librarians Association came to order at 10:00 AM. Kristen Sanchez made motion to extend voting privileges to all committee chairmen. It was seconded by Kristina Moore and the motion carried. Kristina Moore read the minutes from the last meeting. Officer reports were given by Chloe’ Dore’, Chelsea LaCompte, Kristen Sanchez, and Joe Hamilton. The treasurer’s report was given and balance is still $1,304.91. There was a discussion about equipment to set up for the trivia contest involving buzzers. The sponsor for Assumption High could possibly donate equipment for use. 

Committee Reports were given by Lori White, Erica Bonvillain, Dana Hart, Rachel Wieschhaus, Lauren McClain, Alyssa Neathery, Tara Trahan, Brandi Jennings, Joetta Cavalier, and Aimee Barton. 

Mrs. Clemmons gave the Student Relations Report. Mrs. Clemmons introduced the new web page. There was a discussion over a photo release form for posting pictures on the web page. It was decided that Mrs. Clemmons would get duplicate forms from her principal at her school. Mrs. Royston report started off with voting on the luncheon and buffet menu items. For lunch, the two entrees will consist of grilled chicken fettuccini and filet of fried catfish; the vegetables will consist of au gratin potatoes, fried okra, seasoned rice pilaf, candied yams, broccoli/cauliflower/carrot medley, and green beans almandine; the dessert will consist of cheesecake. For the buffet, the entrees will consist of chicken cordon bleu with pesto cream sauce, shrimp fettuccini with pesto, and chicken fried steak with country cream gravy; the vegetables will consist of whipped potatoes, corn on the cob, seasoned jambalaya, country black-eyed peas, honey glazed baby carrots; the dessert will consist of chocolate mousse and strawberry short cake. There was a discussion over officers attending tours. They will hold breakfast meeting before the tours so they will have time to attend tours. Joe Hamilton suggested using businesses to advertise in programs. Nothing final was decided at the time. Chelsea LaCompte moved to change standing rule #15 so that each library club can send any number of delegates to convention. Only the first twelve will count towards spirit award. It was seconded by Kristina Moore and the motion carried. Chelsea LaCompte moved to change standing rule #9 to waive fee for one year. It was seconded by Kristina Moore and the motion carried. 

New business included discussion over raising fee for convention. It was decided that cost for convention would not increase, but the cost after the due date would increase. A $25 flat fee for entries after registration due date would be created. This was moved by Chelsea LaCompte and seconded by Kristina Moore.

Chelsea LaCompte moved to adjourn the meeting. It was seconded by Chloe’ Dore’ and the motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 12:20 PM.
